A focussed deterrence car intervention has been delivered since the VRP’s successful bid to the Home Office for additional funding in 2021/22 for the Teachable Moments – Focussed Deterrence Car Project and then because of continued funding from the VRP’s core grant during 2022/23. As part of the application for funding to the HO for 2023-24 and Decision Paper MPCC284 £250,000 was allocated within the Commissioned Interventions for this activity.
