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About

Independent Custody Visitors (ICVs) are members of the
local community who make unannounced visits to police
station custody suites. They are volunteers and completely
independent of the police service.

ICVs are there to reassure the public that detention
policies are being upheld, and people are being
treated properly.

What do ICVs do?

e On their visits, ICVs observe, comment and report
on the conditions of the custody suites and check
that the detainees are being properly look after.

e ICVs ensure that detainees understand their
rights and entitlements and check on their welfare.

e ICVscanalso check around the cells, and some
areas of the custody suite such as the food
preparation area.

Where do ICV visits take place?

e Our scheme covers the whole of West Yorkshire with
custody suites in Bradford, Calerdale, Kirklees, Leeds
and Wakefield.

e |CVs are eligible to claim reasonable travel
expenses for undertaking visits and training.

How many visits would | be required to do?

e [CVsvisit in pairs, and can arrive at any time, 24
hours a day, 365 days a year without prior notice.
e |CVs make approximately 24 visits per year.

Eligibility
ICVs are appointed for a 3-year period and:

Live, work or study in West Yorkshire.
Be over 18 years of age (at the time of
appointment).

e Have been a UK resident for at least three
years prior to date of application for vetting
requirements.

e Beabletotravel across West Yorkshire to
custody suites.

Training
ICVs are continually supported and provided with:

e A one-day training course (usually held on a
Saturday) to equip you with the knowledge and
skills to be effective in carrying out your role.

e Asession onthe administration arrangements of
the scheme.

e Atraining visit to a custody suite.

At least two custody visits in the company of
experienced ICVs.

e Regular training sessions.
